Why does affluent Forsyth County need

Statistics show not every Forsyth County
resident is blessed with prosperity. There are
still many areas in this county where people
live below the poverty line. It is estimated that
approximately 6-7% or approximately 15,000
of our residents are financially stressed at any
given time. Most of these people are the
working poor or elderly. United Way wants to
make sure that firstly, basic needs are met
and that the children and youth in these
families have the same opportunities at
success and their financial status is not a
barrier to their growth and success.

Does United Way fund abortions?

United Way of Forsyth County does not fund -
nor has it ever funded — abortion services or
agencies that provide abortions.
